	1
	Understand the content of Henry Moore’s Shelter Drawings. 
Look at the Power Point showing some of Henry Moore’s work and the Power Point about Henry Moore. Who was he? When was he alive? What significant event occurred during his lifetime and how did this affect his work?

What did he do? Complete some research on the artist. 

Look at some of his sketches - what techniques did he use?  Have a go at producing your own sketches, using a pencil instead of charcoal, copying some of the techniques you can see. Where are the images situated? (shelters) Note how light and shade are portrayed - how can you copy this? 
	Use paper to draw and annotate 3d and 2d shapes – consider light and shade. Explore sketching techniques with a pencil to draw a figure.
	Can you place light and shape on to an object in relation to a light source?

How is your sketching technique developing? 
	Sketch objects and people using light and shade techniques. Focus on the positions of people and feelings. 

	2
	Understand the messages portrayed in the pictures by studying the position of the bodies and the facial expressions.
 Use shelter drawings and look in detail (the mood) - make a note of who is in the pictures and where the people are. Highlight the position of the people – what are they doing? How are they feeling? Think about how the pictures reflect time and place.
	Sketch bodies separately in a variety of positions - using the pictures. Focus on proportions of arms and legs.  You could ask a member of your family to pose for you.
	Share your work online with Mrs Evans (take photos and email to me). Tell me about the positions of the people and their feelings. 
	Body sketches and positions of people. Use shade in their drawings to show light. 

	3 
	Use ideas gathered so far to make a composite shelter drawing.
Chose 2-3 people in the shelter and think about how to mark their positions using light pencil marks. Where is the light source is coming from. Then draw a background shelter to represent the underground.
	Begin to build a basic picture using the techniques you have been using. 
Add a tunnel background.
	Share your work online and discuss the techniques you have been using to create their picture. 
	Create a picture of a tunnel with bodies in a variety of positions lying or sitting in it. Continue to complete this work if unfinished. 

	4
	Children create a tunnel background. 
Focus on sketching a tunnel to the background of your drawing. Think about different techniques you could use to get the tunnel effect and use of light.
	Add light and shade to their drawing and a tunnel representing a shelter for the people.
	How confident do you feel about how how to sketch/add light and shade to a figure and draw positions of figures?
	Detailed drawing of people taking shelter in a tunnel.
