Indirect
speech is past tense with a reporting verb where 'that' may be omitted (e.g. He told me |
had to wait up.)

Questions to support recognising direct and indirect speech. Multiple
pieces of direct or indirect speech used within a question. Direct speech is punctuated but
may not include the reporting clause (e.g. “Wait up!"). Indirect speech is past or present
tense with a reporting verb where 'that' may be omitted (e.g. He told me | had to wait
up/He asks if | can wait up).
